Eternal Anime is not responsible for the content of the anime (Japanese animation) shown at the meetings. Some shows may contain violence, nudity, coarse language or adult situations. We do our part to try to keep the shows that contain these elements to after 9:00 PM, but the standards of material from Japan differs from those in America, and we do not always know the content of our showings before they are viewed at the club.

Eternal Anime is not responsible for transportation to or from our club. Arranging transportation is the responsibility of the attendees, and although may be arranged between the underage person and other attendees of the club, is not a function of the club as a whole. Eternal Anime is not responsible for the underage person’s safety on the way to or from the club.

Meetings of Eternal Anime begin at roughly 2:30 PM on Sunday afternoons and can run as late as 4:00 AM Monday mornings. We usually show approximately 8 different shows in this time. There is usually a “dinner break” between 7:00 and 8:00 PM, and many members of the club leave during this time. It is between you and the underage person, to whom this document refers, whether or not he or she may leave with the other members of the club during this time, and Eternal Anime is not responsible for anything that may occur during these outings. If the underage person is to stay in the room where Eternal Anime's meetings are held during this time, it is not guaranteed that there will be a responsible adult present at all times.

General Advisory (Please Read F.Y.I.)
